	Intent:
Fathers learn how to interact with their daughters/sons in healthy ways.



Service Description:
Participants benefit from a multidisciplinary approach that includes a family support worker and registered nurse as well as a father-specific curriculum, individual and group dynamics, solution-focused therapy, and sports activities. Interactions between father and child are captured on video, a technique that promotes awareness and understanding of the impact of parental behavior on child responses. Fathers gain knowledge and skills to improve their involvement and connection to their children through: 
· Voluntary home visits.
· Parenting support.
· Child development information and activities.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Health education and support.
· Family goal planning.
· Adult literacy.
· Legal advocacy.
· Links to community resources.
· Activities and outings that promote bonding and healthy habits.

Improvement in the father-child relationship often leads to better relations among family members—father, child, and the child’s mother. 

Who Qualifies:
Fathers of children less than five years old who are DC residents 

Provider/Period of Service:
Mary’s Center; November 2014-November 2015

Referral Process:
· Social worker completes referral form at: https://mindpetal.transactcentral.com/test
· Type in your FACES.net username and password.
· Click on Avoka OAuth.
· Click on Forms Tab and Search for IV-E Waiver Early Intervention Services.
· CFSA Community Partnerships (CP) staff reviews forms daily and refers eligible applicants to Mary’s Center within 48 hours. 
· Within 24 to 48 hours of receiving the referral, Mary’s Center notifies CFSA of acceptance or denial.
· Within 72 hours, Mary’s Center provides CFSA and the social worker with the name of the family support worker they are assigning. 
· Mary’s Center schedules a joint home visit with the family and social worker. 
· In case of a denial, Mary’s Center notifies CFSA of the reason within 72 hours. CP staff notifies the social worker of the denial and suggests other services.
